Sight words

At this point your child should have mastered
kindergarten sight words. | have attached a
kindergarten and first grade sight word list. Children
should be able to recognize and read the
kindergarten words at this time. Please practice in
various ways. Some examples: making flash cards,
doing a scavenger hunt in newspapers/magazines,
rainbow writing words with different colors etc.

Reading

Correctly identifying all letters along with letter
sounds. Reading 3-letter CVC
(consonent-vowel-consonant) words. They should be
reading throughout the summer as well!

Math

Counting by 5’s and 10’s to 100, writing numbers up
to 20, counting objects, identifying basic shapes,
adding and subtracting within 5-10.

Life Skills
Tying shoes, zipping up jackets, emotional coping
skills, understanding school rules.

Writing

Writing uppercase and lower case letters correctly.
Children should always write top to bottom. We use
Fundations terms- sky line, plane line, grass line,
worm line. For tall letters they should start on the sky
line, for small letters they should start on the plane
line.
